Police also seized drug and narcotic equipment, including glass smoking devices.
Cecelio Chavez, 42, 7104 County Home Road, Ayden, was arrested for soliciting crimes against nature.
Uriel Roblero-Gonzalez, 27, of 1442 Edwards Farm Road, was arrested for soliciting for prostitution.
The operation also arrested Antoinette Sheri Fleet, 31 of 108 West 12th St., Jennifer Leigh Gurganus, 31 of 207 Manhattan Ave., and Rosa Lee Williams, 45, of 207 Manhattan Ave. on prostitution and drug charges.
Fleet was charged with loitering for prostitution and soliciting for prostitution.
Gurganus was charged with loitering for prostitution, possession of drug paraphernalia and soliciting for prostitution.
Williams was charged with loitering for prostitution, possession of drug paraphernalia and soliciting crimes against nature.
All three women were placed under a $10,000 bond each at the Pitt County Detention Center. Both men were put under a $1,000 bond each.
Gurganus has a previous conviction of wanton injury to personal property. Williams’ convictions include possession of a schedule II substance, financial card fraud and larceny.
