Throughout the Denver Metro Area women and children are trafficked and prostituted, yes, it's happening here, it's illegal and it's harmful to our community. We work to reduce the number of sex buyers by educating men on the negative impact of prostitution and by increasing their awareness to a problem that they can eradicate by simply not buying into it.
​
Program Details

The program consists of an intake session and a one-day class. We schedule four classes per year. The fee is $400.00 and it must be paid in full at the intake session.
​
​​Intake Session

The intake session consists of an intake questionnaire and meeting with a counselor. The purpose of this is to identify risk factors that may contribute to the participant's risky sexual behaviors and to provided needed community resources. The intake session must be completed before attending the class.
​
Class Information

The class is held on Saturdays from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. four times per year.
The class is structured to educate participants on a variety of topics related to prostitution. Participants receive information on the many aspects of the system of prostitution and its negative consequences. Participants also learn about making positive changes in their intimate relationships and sexual practices. The end result is an increased awareness and sensitivity to the overall impact that prostitution has on individuals, families, and the community at large.
Class Curriculum

The curriculum currently features six primary content areas:
1. Community impact
2. Reasons men buy sex and risks they face
3. Effects of prostitution on prostituted women
4. STD’s and safer sex
5. Legal consequences and dynamics of pimping and recruiting
6. Healthy relationships
Languages

Classes are conducted in English and Spanish. Speakers of other languages must bring a translator to both the intake session and the class.
